A question was asked on what type of electronic devices players can use during warmups. Specifically,

can they wear headphones during warmups? It was communicated by Bernard Grimsley that FHSAA

sent out clarification to officials that electronic devices are not within our authority during warmups,

and we are not required to have them removed during pregame.

Eric provided a reminder that per FHSAA clarification to officials, any undergarment worn under the

uniform shorts AND above the knee is considered underwear and not within the official’s authority to

control. Therefore, there are no color or manufacturers label restrictions.

Eric ended the meeting at 8:30 pm and the meeting adjourned.
